Kansas USBC Youth Masters & Queens Rules 

 

1. The tournament is sanctioned by the USBC and governed by USBC rules. 

2. Eligibility:  Athletes must be youth members in good standing with USBC Youth to compete in 

the girls and boys division.   

3. There will be 2 divisions.   Girls high school and younger & boys high school and younger. 

4. All competition will take place at Bowlero Northrock  -  June 14, 2025. 

5. Format:  Athletes bowl 5 games of qualifying.  After qualifying, the field is cut to the top 8 ath-

letes in each division with pins carrying over.  The top 8 athletes return after a break on Satur-

day June 14,  for a round robin match play.  After match play, the top 3 athletes will compete in 

a one-game stepladder final.  Lane condition will be a modified sport shot condition.  Any ties in 

competition at any level with have 9th & 10th frame roll-off. 

6. Dress Code 

a. Male  -  Male participants are required to wear slacks.  Slacks must not contain drawstring 

waists or elastic bottoms.  Slacks must have a zipper and a button to be eligible.  Jeans are not 

permitted.  No t-shirts. 

b. Female  -  Female participations are required to wear slacks, skirts, capri’s, skorts or walking 

shorts.  All attire must be below the competitor’s fingertips when they are standing and their 

arms are hanging loosely at their side.  No jeans or yoga pants or t-shirts. 

c. Participants will also be required to remove all hats and hoodies during the tournament. 

7. All scholarships will be deposited into the athlete’s SMART account. 

8. Scholarships will be given out to top 8 finalists in both divisions.  

9. A bowler arriving late shall begin play and the score shall count beginning at that point.  Frames 

missed will be credited with a zero. 

10.  All matters not covered by these rules shall be determined by onsite Tournament Director.   

11.  KS State USBC will add $1000.00 to the scholarship fund this year. 

     There is a $30.00 fee for any checks returned for insufficient funds.
